CC: Loose stools.
HPI: An 84-year-old seen when initially wanted to be seen not in room and then in the evening she was actually across the hall visiting her neighbor but came into the room to be seen. When asked what was going on with her she starts off with a list of other issues related to her overactive bladder and what can be done about that. When I brought up the bowel issue she states she has not had diarrhea and is generally continent of bowel but does wear depends due to urinary incontinence. Told her that she is on Monday, Wednesday, and Friday schedule and any day that it is offered she cannot decline it. She does not want to not take it routinely because she is afraid of becoming constipated so after discussion she is agreed that taking it routinely on Monday and Thursday is a good idea and then she has a p.r.n. order for an additional x2 during the week. Her PO intake continues good now that she has got her teeth. She has got a new full set of dentures and she is able to eat meet and other things chewing them better and that may also be affecting her GI tract.

DIAGNOSES: Bowel related issues, MiraLax is changed to Monday and Thursday routine and an additional p.r.n. order x2 weekly.
