CC: Pain to upper and lower front teeth.

HPI: A 60-year-old seen in room. The patient has expressive aphasia post CVA several years ago so communication is an issue. The patient has teeth in the front upper and lower and they are in poor repair. When asked about his pain he points to the front and the bottom both the front of his teeth as well as the back of his teeth. I asked if the pain is every day he nodded yes and if there is anything he does that makes it better he shook his head no and he has not been to a dentist in many years. It was difficult to sort out if there is gum pain in addition to the dental pain. He eats routinely and no dietary change. He denied bleeding or any other type drainage. When I suggested that he really needed dental evaluation to see if there is anything that needs to be done as far as either gum disease or cavities that needed to be addressed and he appeared to get agitated and started shaking his head no. Previously I have empirically treated for gingivitis, dental abscess and regardless there continue to be subsequent dental problems.

DIAGNOSES: Poor oral hygiene, dysphagia, expressive aphasia, right-sided hemiplegia, HTN, seizure disorder, peripheral neuropathy and depression.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/30/22 note.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 102/67, pulse 62, temperature 97.3, respirations 18, and weight 215 pounds, which is stable over the past three months.

HEENT: He is able to open his mouth without pain. He has the front teeth of both the upper and lower jaw. They are discolored, yellow and crooked. There is no evidence of bleeding and palpation no expressed discharge and no evidence of pain. His gums look like normal tissue and no tenderness to palpation.
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NEUROLOGIC: He is at his baseline. He makes eye contact. He tries to express himself, but it is again not always clear what he is communicating.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dental pain upper and lower jaw. No evidence of abscess or obvious problem, but clearly a dental visit would be in his best interest and I told him that a dental visit is what he needs. He did not seem to like that suggestion but we will request the staff try contacting his daughter and take him to the dentist this is the first issue that is general related and it is continuing to increase.
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
