History: This was a video visit as the patient had told me last time that he is doing two jobs working as an electrician as well as a tattoo artist and really does not have much time. He does benefit from a little bit of Xanax for his anxiety. He got it last filled two months ago. I do not suspect any abuse. Today, he tells me he quit his electrician job and is just now working as a tattoo artist. I did Texas PMP and checked, do not suspect any abuse, but it was funny that the patient states he wants to come and pick up the prescription after the New Year as he still had some few pills left, but because of this New Year and other holidays, he did not want to be without any medicine because he needs that and when my staff called him that he had to pay for his telehealth visit, the patient apparently showed up within 10 minutes to make the payment as he stated he was en route to his place of work and this was in between, so he stopped by. It seemed like we had just called him while he may be sitting in the parking lot. I still do not think there is any abuse, but there is something little strange about him that I still do not understand. He promises me he has not seen anybody, he is not taking any other medications, so at this point after checking his Texas PMP, I have decided to leave a prescription of alprazolam, which he is going to pick up from the office after the New Year. I had instructed my staff if he decides to come and pay in-person, he needs to stop by, so that we could take his vital signs as he does have history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia in addition to his anxiety and he is on lisinopril and rosuvastatin and it is good to monitor blood pressure. The patient came to the office, paid and left immediately without having to do the vitals. I have instructed my staff that when he comes to pick up the prescription to make him stay for few minutes and take his vitals and then let him go home.
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
