History: The patient was seen in-person. This is a lady who has multiple medical problems. She has had history of anal cancer and the notes stated they were not able to remove all of the cancer. She had a perineal fistula. She received intensive radiation therapy. She has a colostomy. There is strong family history of cancer in her family in that her son also has colon cancer. The patient does have hip pain. The patient has history of hypothyroidism. Up until now, the patient was getting all the colostomy supplies from the surgeon and, apparently, the co-pay for the surgeon is very high and this patient is single trying to take care of herself, so she does not have to see the surgeon and see if I could write her the supplies. I told her that it would be a good idea if the company sent me exactly what supplies she has used in the past and I could refill it. She is going to call the company and let them know. The patient is not taking any diabetes medicine currently. Her A1c last visit was 6.9.

The Patient’s Problems: Include:
1. Extensive anal cancer.

2. Rectovaginal fistula.

3. Rectocutaneous fistula.

4. Endometrial cancer.

5. Colostomy
6. The patient had radiation and chemo prior to anal cancer.

7. History of umbilical hernia.

8. Hypothyroidism.

9. History of two C-sections.
The patient is also under care of Cancer Center gynecologist, but she is noncompliant in seeing them. She feels that she is doing good, she does not need to see anybody else. She has seen Dr. Charles Moore, Dr. Kimiye Cabrera and Dr. Scott Goble in the Cancer Center. Dr. Colato is her cardiologist. So, we will assist her with the supplies. Her colostomy looked clean. I advised some blood work, but the patient wants to wait till next year for the labs, which is okay.
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The patient currently is on only two medicines:

1. Levothyroxine 300 mcg a day.

2. Rosuvastatin 5 mg a day.
We may decide to put her on metformin on her next visit. The patient was extremely cachectic when I saw her the first time, but now has gained significant amount of weight and may need to get restarted on diabetes medicine.
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
