History: Ms. Rincon’s diagnosis is C52 malignant neoplasm of vagina. The Cancer Center feels the patient has at least a clinical stage III T3N0M0 poorly differentiated invasive squamous cell carcinoma of the vagina. She has a previous history of cervical cancer treated around 1985 at MD Anderson with external beam radiation therapy and two brachytherapy implants. She was treated with neoadjuvant chemotherapy with three cycles of Carbo-Taxol followed by repeated course of radiation therapy to the vaginal and inguinal lymph nodes. Her radiation was completed on 05/04/2022.
Currently, the patient takes:

1. Fosamax once a week.

2. Lisinopril for blood pressure.

3. Levothyroxine.

4. Simvastatin.

5. Aspirin.
Family History: Strong family history of cancer. Her mother died at age 42 from cervical cancer. She has a daughter whose age 51 diagnosed with breast cancer in her late 30s.
Personal History: The patient is a pervious smoker, but no smoking since 1988.
The patient had a PET scan done on 06/19/2022, that shows no activity in vagina. There is some vaginal wall thickening. There is felt to be a slow interval growth of left mesenteric lymph node in the central abdomen, but no activity. No evidence of recurrence or metastatic disease seen. Diverticulosis seen. There was an atrophic right kidney. Bladder had a normal appearance. There is no evidence of metastatic disease. Restaging PET scan was done on 12/29/2021 and the biopsy of the vagina on 08/30/2021, showed invasive poorly differentiated squamous cell carcinoma.
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
