HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 6-year-old little girl having, she calls it a scab on the palmar surface of her left hand; in reality, it is a wart. She noticed that approximately two months ago, it grew to a certain size approximately 6 mm in diameter and has stayed at that particular size in the last month.
No other issues verbalized. The patient has not been ill, not running any fevers, no cough, and maintains normal activities. No nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.
Otherwise, normal healthy little girl.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 94/59. Pulse 83. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.4. Oxygenation 99% on room air. Weight 50 pounds.
HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Examination of that palm surface of the left hand indeed does reveal a lesion. It is a common wart. We will not remove that today. She does not want me to use the hyfrecator and burn it off and we do not have any liquid nitrogen at our facility today.

I have advised her she could go see a dermatologist and they can remove it there or she could apply an over-the-counter product which seems to work well. I have advised Compound W or she can get a wart removal freeze off kit and do this at home as well.
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Mother prefers to do the at-home care. She will give that a try and, if this does not work, she will return to clinic and, at that point, we will take care of it.

I have answered all her questions today. No other issues brought forth.
