CHIEF COMPLAINT: This is a 45-year-old man who comes in today with:

1. Dental caries, right upper molar.

2. Medications refill.
3. Status post hospitalization with GSW to his abdominal wall back in October, he is still recovering.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 45-year-old gentleman who is not working at this time because of the fact that he is suffering from a gunshot wound from October 2022. Meanwhile, he needs refill on his medication. He was at Ben Taub Hospital downtown for days and weeks and was discharged on his regular medication.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, coronary artery disease, and history of myocardial infarction.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: All related to the patient’s gunshot wound.
MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 40 mg one at bedtime, metoprolol tartrate 25 mg at bedtime, and Plavix 75 mg at bedtime.
ALLERGIES: SULFA.
IMMUNIZATIONS: He does not believe in getting immunization.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He is not drinking or smoking at this time. He was shot by his brother who was drunk, so he is never going to go back to drinking again, he tells me.
FAMILY HISTORY: See 01/20/2021.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Lost 4 pounds. He is not having any chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, or vomiting. No hematemesis or hematochezia. He is very weak because of gunshot wound and he has been released from Ben Taub.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 222 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 72. Blood pressure 140/80.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion. Positive upper molar dental caries noted.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 
1. Dental caries. Amoxil 500 mg t.i.d.

2. Hypertension.

3. History of myocardial infarction.

4. Coronary artery disease.
5. Refilled medications.
6. High cholesterol.

7. The patient is due for blood work, but he states they did all the blood work in the hospital and has no funds to get any blood work at this time, will return for that in the next two months.
8. Plavix 75 mg, #90.

9. Lipitor 40 mg, #90.

10. Metoprolol tartrate 25 mg, #90 given.

11. Amoxil 500 mg t.i.d. for dental caries.
