Mr. Hernandez is a 41-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type I diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type I diabetes when he was 13 years old. He also has a history of severe adenopathy in his hands and his legs, hypertension, diabetic left foot ulcer, and history of diabetic ketoacidosis. For his diabetes he is on Lantus 15 units once daily through the vial and Humalog based on sliding scale. He checks his blood sugars three to four times per day. His last hemoglobin A1c was 13%.

Plan:

1. For his type I diabetes his last hemoglobin A1c was 13. His diabetes is complicated by history of diabetic ketoacidosis. At this point my recommendation is to switch him to the insulin pump and apply for the pump. While we wait for the pump I will change him to Lantus SoloSTAR pen 20 units once daily and Humalog 8 units with meals plus 1 unit every 50 mg/dL glucose greater than 150 mg/dL.

2. Apply for the tandem insulin pump.

3. The patient checks his blood sugar four times per day. He is on injections four times per day of insulin and he makes recent dose adjustments to insulin therapy based on blood glucose monitoring. As a result we will apply for the Dexcom G6 Center. This will be a continuous glucose monitor that will communicate with tandem insulin pump.

4. We will refer the patient to wound center for the left foot wound, which he has an ulcer on his great toe and while we wait for him to be seen by the wound center we will prescribe a course of doxycycline.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in his management.
