Mr. Tate is a 71-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2012. The patient’s diabetes is also complicated by history of chronic kidney disease stage IIIA. He also has a history of MRSA infection, vitamin D deficiency, hypertension, hyperlipidemia and diabetic peripheral neuropathy. The patient’s labs reviewed and his current hemoglobin A1c is 9.3%. For his diabetes he is on Humalog 35 units in the morning and 25 units in the evening, Rybelsus 40 mg one daily, glipizide 10 mg once a day, Farxiga 10 mg once daily and pioglitazone 30 mg once daily. The patient checks his blood sugar twice daily. The patient states that he usually eats about two meals per day.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes his current hemoglobin A1c is 9.3%. We will change his diabetic regimen and place him on Ozempic 0.5 mg once weekly, hold Rybelsus 40 mg once daily, increase Humalog to 35 units with breakfast and 35 units with supper. We will continue pioglitazone 30 mg once daily, Farxiga 10 mg once daily and glipizide increased to 10 mg twice daily.

2. We will plan on rechecking hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to his return. We will plan on seeing the patient in one month to reassess his glycemic control after making these changes.

3. For his chronic kidney disease followup with nephrology. He has an appointment with Dr. Oliveres in February 2023.

4. For his hypertension continue current therapy. His current blood pressure is elevated due to the fact that he states he has not taken his blood pressure medication. He was advised to maintain compliance with his blood pressure medications and was advised about the risk of an elevated blood pressure.

5. For his hyperlipidemia, continue atorvastatin 20 mg once daily.

6. For his vitamin D deficiency, continue current therapy with supplementation.

7. For his diabetic peripheral neuropathy continue current therapy.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in his management.
