Mr. Behrman is a 49-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was initially diagnosed with type II diabetes about a week ago. He also has a history of hyperlipidemia and history of recent pneumonia where he was placed on prednisone therapy and this raised his blood sugars and triggered his diagnosis of diabetes. The patient has been trying to avoid sugars and simple carbohydrates. He has lost about 15 pounds since his diagnosis.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes which is newly diagnosed. We will check a current hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel. The patient reports his fasting blood sugar this morning was 250 mg/dL. We will start him on basal insulin with Tresiba 20 units once daily and add metformin Extended Release 500 mg once daily.

2. We will bring the patient back in two weeks to reassess for glycemic control after making these changes.
