Mr. Kajfasz is a 60-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding hypothyroidism management. The patient has a history of thyroid cancer and total thyroidectomy, which was done in 2019. He also has a history of hypertension and sleep apnea using a CPAP machine. The patient had total thyroidectomy on October 24, 2019. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. The patient recently moved from West Palm. He denies any compressive symptoms of the thyroid. He denies any palpitations or tremors. He denies any significant changes in his hair, skin or nails.

Plan:

1. For his hypothyroidism secondary to a total thyroidectomy in 2019 due to thyroid cancer, we will continue his current dose of levothyroxine 137 mcg four times per week and 125 mcg three times per week.

2. We will check a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level as a thyroglobulin antibody level.

3. I will also order a neck soft tissue ultrasound to assess the thyroid bed and assess for any regrowth of the thyroid tissue.
