Mrs. Sikorski is a 64-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyroidism secondary to thyroid cancer in 2012 and total thyroidectomy in 2012 as well. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, obesity, arthritis and osteopenia. She also has complications of hypocalcemia that occurred after her total thyroidectomy. She is currently on Synthroid 125 mcg daily. She denies any heart palpitations or hair loss. She reports some dry skin and fatigue. She states that she can feel when her calcium drops and she will often take supplemental calcium.

Plan:

1. For her hypothyroidism, we will continue the Synthroid brand name 125 mcg once daily and recheck a thyroid function panel prior to her return.

2. The patient has a history of thyroid cancer and we will order a neck soft tissue ultrasound to assess the thyroid bed and assess for any remaining thyroid tissue.

3. For her postoperative complications of hypocalcemia she is on Calcitriol 0.5 mcg once daily and she also takes elemental calcium 1000 mg once daily.

4. For her hypertension continue current therapy.

5. For her hyperlipidemia, she is on rosuvastatin 10 mg daily.
