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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. A 75-year-old white female that is followed in this practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB/AI. This CKD is most likely associated to the hypertension, hyperlipidemia, type II diabetes and the aging process. In the most recent laboratory workup that was done on 11/17/2022, the albumin creatinine ratio was 2, the serum creatinine 1.2, and the estimated GFR 44. In the urinalysis, there is no evidence of activity of the sediment and the protein creatinine ratio is negligible. Very stable condition.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus. The hemoglobin A1c that was reported in November 2022 is 6.9%. Very well controlled.

3. The patient has a history of hypertension. Today’s blood pressure is 113/70 with a BMI of 24.5.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is treated with the administration of statins.

5. She has a history of osteoporosis that is followed at the Watson Clinic. We are going to reevaluate this case in six months with laboratory workup.

We invested 6 minutes in the examination of the chart and the lab, in the face-to-face conversation 15 minutes and in documentation 5 minutes.
