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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 85-year-old white female that is followed in the office because of the presence of arterial hypertension. The patient continues with the same prescription amlodipine in combination with benazepril one tablet every day and the blood pressure has been very well controlled 120/70. The patient has lost more weight and she is feeling good.

2. The patient has adequate kidney function CKD stage II. No evidence of proteinuria.

3. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

4. Left eye macular degeneration that is treated by Dr. Moon.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

Reevaluation in a year.
