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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 71-year-old white female that has a history of CKD stage IV. This patient has similar laboratory workups as compared to the prior one. In the comprehensive metabolic panel, the serum creatinine is 1.7 and the estimated GFR is 31. There is no evidence of hypercalcemia, the serum electrolytes are within normal limits and the patient does not have any proteinuria. The activity of the sediment is negative.

2. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension. The blood pressure reading today is 124/87. This is an unusual higher diastolic. The patient gets better readings at home. In the prior determination, it was 132/68 and before that 124/72. The patient has remained in the same body weight.

3. Hyperlipidemia that has been treated with the administration of the statins. The triglycerides are always between 150 and 200. The patient does not drink alcohol and does not use fried food and avoids sugars as much as possible.

4. The patient has a history of carcinoma of the ovary that has been in remission for many years. During the next appointment, we are going to reevaluate the CA 125 that has been within normal range. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months.

We spent 6 minutes reviewing the lab and comparing with the prior determinations, in the face-to-face, we spent 20 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
