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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is the clinical case of an 87-year-old white male who has memory impairment. He has senile dementia and he is unable to communicate, unable to maintain a conversation.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: It is very difficult to obtain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 107/70, respiratory rate 16, temperature 97.8 and pulse 69.

HEENT: Head: Normocephalic without deformities or trauma. Eyes: Pale conjunctivae and normal sclerae. Mouth: Well-papillated tongue. No evidence of pharyngeal infection.

Neck: Supple. No jugular vein distention.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular rate and rhythm.

Abdomen: Soft and depressible.

Genitalia: Within normal limits.
Extremities: The patient has PermCath that is in the right lower femoral vein. The pulses are faint.

Neurologic: No lateralization signs or pathological reflexes. The patient is unable to follow commands.

IMPRESSION:

1. Endstage renal disease on hemodialysis.

2. Senile dementia.

3. Hyperparathyroidism.
4. Anemia related to CKD.

5. Slightly underweight.
