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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is the clinical case of a 53-year-old male that has been on dialysis less than a year. The underlying disease is unknown. We know that the patient has a history of sustained arterial hypertension for a long time and he was not treated. This is a very compliant patient that is active in the transplant list.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He denies the presence of weakness, tiredness, general malaise, fever or shaking chills.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Neck: Supple. No jugular venous distention. Thyroid is normal.

Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion.

Heart: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs. No gallops.

Abdomen: Soft and depressible without rebound or guarding.

Genitalia: Within normal limits.

Extremities: Faint pulses. No evidence of edema. He has an AV fistula in the left antecubital fossa.

IMPRESSION:

1. Stable endstage renal disease.

2. Hypertension under control.

3. Overweight.

4. Secondary hyperparathyroidism.

5. Hyperphosphatemia.
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
