The patient presents with mother with history of trace blood with BM a few days ago with blood on tissue, noted increased bleeding today after attempting to clean anus without pain or evidence of swollen tissue.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. No history of constipation.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Rectal Exam: Noted slight tissue disruption to posterior perianal area without definite ulceration or swelling. No evident perianal lesions noted. Rectal exam not performed.
IMPRESSION: Rectal bleeding by history without history of possible molestation per mother.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Anusol-HC for mother to apply after cleaning perirectal area post bowel movements two to three times a day for resolution of any evidence of anal bleeding. Advised to seek additional evaluation per pediatrician if reoccurrence or if excessive bleeding, to take to Texas Children’s Hospital for further evaluation.
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
