CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen today with history of sore throat for the past three days with large white exudate on right tonsil with swollen right neck, has been taking old prescription of amoxicillin 500 mg three times a day without benefit.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: White patch exudate type lesion noted to right anterior tonsil measuring 2 x 3 cm with 2+ right anterior cervical adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep test performed and it is negative and also a monospot was done which was negative.

IMPRESSION: Tonsillitis with exudate and cervical adenitis of unknown etiology.

PLAN: The patient is advised to continue amoxicillin and to follow up with ENT which she had seen in the past with history of perforation of left tympanic membrane with hearing loss and with *__________* right ear.
