PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. PLAN: The patient is informed by front office and by me that we are unable to do the STD check because of insurance and also that we could not treat the patient without obtaining the specimen for STD evaluation with symptoms compatible with gonorrhea or chlamydia.
