The patient presents with history of hitting his right eye on tailgate of truck yesterday.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: According to mother, preemie at 26 weeks.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in no acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Within normal limits. Noted superficial laceration to right upper eyelid measuring 2.5 cm with gaping 3 to 4 mm with associated erythema and edema to the perilateral periorbital area. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Contusion with laceration to right eyelid.
PLAN: Because of location of laceration on upper eyelid, possible scarring, mother was advised to take the child to Texas Children’s Hospital for evaluation and closure of laceration of eyelid as soon as possible for possible plastic closure. Incision is now less than 12 hours old. Mother agrees to take the child to Texas Children’s Hospital as soon as possible.
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
