PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above, with history of type II diabetes, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Essentially negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
The patient had UA, glucose and glycohemoglobin.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Type II diabetes uncontrolled, hypertension, hyperlipidemia with history of CVA in 2016.
PLAN: Advised to try to get Part D for medications with additional medications for diabetes mellitus because of poor control. Medications refilled, see chart. Take glipizide increased dose of 20 mg twice a day to attempt better control. Refilled all the medications. Advised to follow up every three months. Hopefully, he will get help with medications and with additional medications if possible.
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
