Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Ursitti comes in to the Bloomfield Hills Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a low vision. He states that he worked in a factory, but had to stop in _______ because of decline of his vision. He states that the vision started to decline on the left side and then eventually followed on the right side. He has seen Dr. Lin who diagnosed him with ischemic optic neuropathy. He does not use eye drops. He has not had eye surgery. He has a history of thalassemia.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is count fingers only. This is at distance and near, with and without correction. The pupils are equally reactive and round although sluggish. The muscle movements are smooth and full. The extraocular muscle balance is orthophoric as measured with a penlight. Applanation pressures are 15 on the right and 13 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows 3+ pallor to each optic nerve head. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. There is mild attenuation of the vessels. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field testing utilizing a kinetic test with a III4e stimulus shows the absence of a horizontal field on both sides although both sides do show a small supero-nasal wedge of visual field that is away from fixation.

Assessment:
1. Optic atrophy.

2. Presbyopia.

Mr. Ursitti has clinical findings that are consistent with ischemic optic neuropathy. This will be the cause of his current finding of optic atrophy. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties reading small and moderate size print, using a computer, distinguishing between small and moderate size objects, and avoiding hazards in his environment. His prognosis is poor.
