HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 55-year-old male who presents for followup status post hospitalization for cerebrovascular accident that he had on 12/13/22. The patient had the stroke when he was out of town in Fredericksburg on job assignment. He was discharged with right-sided hemiparesis. He is wheelchair bound at this time and he is asking for work release or work disability paper work completed. He is alert and oriented with no acute distress. He denies any pain, but complained of extreme weakness over his right side with speech impairement.

ALLERGIES: The patient has no known drug allergies.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
HEENT: ENT: The patient denies any nasal discharge. No ear pain. No loss of hearing. No sore throat. No painful swallowing. Eyes: The patient denies any blurred vision. No eye pain.

CARDIAC: The patient denies any chest pain or palpitations.

RESPIRATORY: The patient denies any shortness of breath or cough.

GI: The patient denies any abdominal pain, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.

SKIN: The patient denies any rash. No abrasion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient appears well groomed. He is alert and oriented with no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: His last weight recorded before he became wheelchair bound was 242.6 pounds. O2 saturation 96%. Blood pressure 129/83. Pulse 94. Respirations 18. Temperature 98.5.

HEENT: PERLA. EOMI. Tympanic membrane is pearly grey. No erythema. Oral mucosa is pink and moist. 

NECK: Supple. No stiffness. No adenopathy.

HEART: S1 and S2 audible with regular rate and rhythm. No murmur noted.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally. No wheezes. No crackles. No orthopnea.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds x4 active. No tenderness. No palpable masses.

EXTREMITIES: The patient moves only the left side of his body. The right side appears to be weak. He is nonambulatory. Minimal ambulatory with assistance and he uses a cane for ambulation.
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NEUROLOGIC: The patient is alert and oriented x3. Slight speech impairement noted. No facial weakness evident. Reflexes are equal over the left side. Abnormal reflexes noted over the right side of the body.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No lesions. No abrasions. No erythema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. The patient is status post small vessel infarct of the left side, which is stroke with right-sided residual weakness. The patient was seen by Dr. De La Flor and he recommended two weekly assessment to assess his ability to talk, movement of his right extremities, and also to check his memory and reading test. The patient according to him will be going for intense physical therapy I believe everyday scheduled and we will return to the clinic in two weeks. His paper work will be completed in lieu of review of his current neurological status and also he is scheduled exercise.

2. Status post small vessel infarct of the left side with stroke.

3. Right extremity weakness.
