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1. AA, 9-year-old child seen with hand pain secondary to trauma. X-rays showed contusion, treated and released. Mother was very happy with the care.
2. MS, 49-year-old seen with flu-like symptoms, history of hypertension, noncompliance with medications. Blood pressure quite elevated 210/95. Received clonidine, azithromycin and Tessalon at home and clonidine in the emergency room. Swab tests were negative. Diagnosed with URI. Consider blood tests to rule out end-organ disease in patients with hypertension out of control.

3. AE, this is a 25-year-old with vomiting and diarrhea. CBC, CMP, and urinalysis negative. White count 12,000. Diagnosed with gastroenteritis, treated with Zofran, sent home. The patient is doing better and was happy with the care received.
4. AB, 5-year-old with fever, vomiting, and cough, left without being seen because wait was too long per mother.
5. EN, 41-year-old with swollen face related to dental caries. Dr. Wagner prescribed Cipro. Please consider anything but Cipro since Cipro has no gram-positive coverage and no anaerobic coverage; refer to antibiotic handout.

6. AM, 31-year-old with abdominal pain and body aches. No fever. URI was diagnosed and viral syndrome swab tests were negative. The patient wanted a steroid shot, but “they didn’t give it to me”.  She is going back to her primary care physician to get a steroid shot, she states, but she was happy with the care received.

7. LS, is a 66-year-old with blood pressure of 200/100, was already on lisinopril and Norvasc, given clonidine in the ER and sent home with clonidine. At this time, CBC, CMP, chest x-ray and EKG were done, all within normal limits. The patient was seen by Dr. Wagner and nurse practitioner. The patient was very happy with the care. Has not checked his blood pressure yet and has not had a chance to pick up his medication.

8. KT, 65-year-old woman with 8-day old dog bite, already on Augmentin, still having some drainage. CBC and CMP negative.  Treated with Bactrim and clindamycin. Almost finished the course of Augmentin at Memorial Hermann. The patient was happy with the care. Has not noted any more bleeding or drainage since yesterday.
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9. DC, is a 23-year-old lady seen with nausea, body ache, abdominal pain, and vomiting, seen by nurse practitioner, Martinez, diagnosed with pregnancy. She also has urinary tract infection. CBC and CMP negative. Intrauterine pregnancy was seen via OB ultrasound. She was treated with Keflex, sent home, doing better already. Liked the nurse practitioner very much.

10. JW, is a 20-year-old seen with lightheadedness. Also, wanted a swab testing for travel. Swab testing was negative, was sent home. Did not answer the phone.
11. CA, is a 63-year-old man with hypertension out of control, given labetalol this time by Dr. Wagner. BMP, D-dimer, cardiac numbers, chest x-ray, lab, and EKG were all okay. Lisinopril and nifedipine were added before discharge. The patient states he has not picked up his medication yet, but he feels fine today and he appreciated the workup and the medications that were prescribed to him.
12. AG, is a 48-year-old male with right-sided pain, was seen by nurse practitioner. Urinalysis, CBC, CMP, and CT scan negative. Treated with Motrin and Bactrim DS and sent home. Left message for the patient to call me back.

13. LJ, 29-year-old woman seen with nurse practitioner with knee pain, headache, body ache, and watery eyes. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with DJD and allergic rhinitis. Treated with Zyrtec. She is already doing better. She has not picked up the medication. She was happy with the care received.

14. DO, 38-year-old woman with neck pain, seen by Dr. Wagner. X-rays negative. Diagnosed with strain. Treated with Flexeril and Motrin. Doing better without getting the medication yet from the pharmacy, liked the doctor very much.

15. JM, is a 23-year-old for removal of the stitches above the right brow. “I didn’t see the doctor much, but the nurses were very tender to me when they removed the stitches,” was happy with the care received.

16. NP, 54-year-old with left arm pain. Blood pressure 180/100. Given Norco and clonidine in the emergency room. D-dimer, lab, cardiac, UDS, chest x-ray, and EKG negative. Sent home with Norvasc, clonidine, and tramadol. The patient is not having any pain today. She is doing fine. She is going to get her medication, take them and check her blood pressure and follow up with her PCP.

17. JR, 17-year-old seen by nurse practitioner with nausea, body ache, _______, diagnosed with URI, sent home. I left a message for mother to call me back.

18. DB, 24-month-old baby seen with fever. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with viral syndrome. Doing a little bit better per mother, still having low-grade temperature, will follow up with a pediatrician tomorrow, she states. She appreciated the care.
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19. CE, 31-year-old seen by nurse practitioner with abdominal pain and blood in the urine. CT, CBC, CMP, and further workup showed UTI and cystocele. Nurse practitioner prescribed Macrobid. She is doing better today. She was happy with the care.

20. DM, is a 49-year-old woman with low back pain. X-rays showed DJD, treated with tramadol and Medrol, doing a little bit better. She did not receive any narcotics which is good, tramadol will be just as effective and she is going to see her primary care doctor if not better to get an MRI of her low back.

21. KH, 32-year-old woman seen by nurse practitioner, Martinez, with migraine headaches, cough, body ache, sore throat, chest pain, treated with GI cocktail, Motrin in the emergency room. Lab, cardiac workup, chest x-ray, CBC, and urinalysis all within normal limits. The patient was COVID positive. The nurse practitioner called Dr. Klem and he ordered a repeat CPK, troponin, and echocardiogram on outpatient basis. The patient did not answer the phone, left a message for the patient to call me back.

22. HA, is a 2-year-old seen with watery red eyes, diagnosed with strep pharyngitis and conjunctivitis, treated accordingly and sent out. Mother was happy with the care, doing better today.

23. AB, 68-year-old woman with rectal bleeding and nausea with history of hemorrhoids, diagnosed with hemorrhoids, given Proctofoam. The rectal exam part of the notes is empty. Please consider doing the rectal exam in anyone with rectal bleed even though they might have a history of hemorrhoids especially when they are 68 years old. Left a message for the patient to call me back.
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
