The patient presents with history of lower abdominal discomfort, described as pressure to urinate with frequency and urgency without definite dysuria for the past several days with history of occasional urinary tract infection.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Amenorrhea *__________*, now on birth control pills, followed by Calvary Clinic in Livingston. Past medical history otherwise unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: 1+ suprapubic and infraumbilical tenderness without guarding, rigidity, or rebound. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
UA obtained showed presence of hematuria, proteinuria, and pyuria compatible with urinary tract infection. The patient’s culture obtained, confirmed.
PLAN: Given prescription for Bactrim and Pyridium. Advised to follow up with PCP in a few days for confirmation of clearing and response to antibiotics.
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
