DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 83-year-old white male that we follow in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IV. The patient when seen last on 10/03/2022, he weighed 213 pounds and today, he weighs 230 pounds and he states that he has noticed a lot of fluid in the lower extremities and he is concerned about it. The patient went on a cruise and he states that he got out of the diet and probably that is the main reason. For that reason, we are going to stop the use of the furosemide and we are going to put him on Bumex 1 mg every day for three days and then every other day until the patient gets down to 215 pounds. Instructions were given in a written fashion. We are going to reevaluate the kidney function in about four weeks.

2. The kidney function remains stable. In the laboratory workup, serum creatinine is 2.2, the BUN is 43 and the estimated GFR is 29. Hemoglobin A1c 5.6 remains very stable.

3. Hyperkalemia that is under control.

4. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. The patient is followed with the cardiologist, Dr. Bhandare.

5. Hyperlipidemia under therapy. We are going to reevaluate the case after the laboratory workup that is going to be in four weeks. The patient is advised to call the office if he develops shortness of breath or any complications; we are willing to take the calls and answer them promptly.

I spent 10 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 20 minutes with the patient and 7 minutes in the documentation.
