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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. The patient has been complaining of persistent itching that we had the impression that was related to end-stage renal disease. The patient has been dialyzed twice a week with 3 hours and 45 minutes. Thinking in the possibility of uremia related pruritus, we tried the administration of Korsuva and did not work; the patient continues to scratch. She has been evaluated by several dermatologists. We are trying to look for the solution to the case. The patient that is ESRD got thrombosed of the permanent access in the left upper extremity that could not be saved, so the interventional radiologist put a catheter in the right internal jugular vein; however, the patient is having the itching and the need to scratch all over the body, which is going to make things extremely complicated. We are going to try to convince this 89-year-old female to come to dialysis three times a week at least for a couple of weeks in order to make sure that the pruritus is not related to uremia. If there is improvement of the pruritus, the patient has to be dialyzed three times a week. If there is no improvement, we switch her back to twice a week. The patient is reluctant to do it, but at least we try to improve the general condition.

2. Thrombosed vascular access. A permanent vascular access is going to be pursued by referring her to a vascular surgeon. We are going to make the phone calls necessary in order to see Dr. Wagner in Sarasota since the local vascular surgeon does not have any openings for a long period of time.

3. The patient has a history of gout. The uric acid is going to be investigated.

4. The patient has chronic obstructive pulmonary disease related to chronic smoking practice that she is not going to quit.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. We are going to follow the case at the Kidney Center.
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
