CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right inguinal pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had left inguinal hernia repair few years ago and now he has pain upon exertion on the right inguinal area. The patient is scheduled to have CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis. Meantime, the patient is advised to avoid lifting, pushing, or pulling any objects.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or rashes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active. There is mild bulge in the right inguinal area consistent with early right inguinal hernia. There is no tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any edema.
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
