Thank you for this referral.

Christopher is 54-year-old male who comes for evaluation today. He was seen initially in January 2022 for neutropenia. Today, he comes here again for similar issues.

He does not have any symptoms. He is healthy. He works out a lot. He works as a pilot at Southwest Airlines prior to that he used to be a U.S. Air Force personnel and he has since retired.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient says that he has been found to have polycystic kidney disease in the past and also had history of sleep apnea. In 2013, the patient had a bone marrow aspiration biopsy done in Arkansas and at that time it was hypocellular marrow without any detectable clonal abnormality. The patient since then has been periodic evaluation with CBC. In 2012, an ultrasound did show some simple cyst in the kidney and had mild hepatomegaly then.

FAMILY HISTORY: Significant for polycystic disease of kidney in father who required renal transplant. Mother died of pancreatic cancer.

The patient recently had a CBC, which showed WBC of 2.5, and hemoglobin was 16, hematocrit I think was 45 or so. He did not have a copy of the results.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: Very pleasant 54-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 6 feet tall, weighing 224 pounds, and blood pressure 121/80.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Neutropenia chronic.

2. Perfectly healthy individual.

RECOMMENDATIONS: It seems that patient has constitutional neutropenia and so his WBC count always will remain around 2.5 to 2.8, which appears to be normal for him. However, he does not seem to have any increase susceptibility to infections and he is quite healthy. He had COVID infections in the past. He also is full vaccinated. I feel that that this is normal and so no further workup might be necessary if the need we will be happy to see this patient periodically.
