HISTORY: This is a 6-year-old child accompanied by mother with multiple complaints which include ear pain, sore throat, gagging and vomiting. Mother states this has been going on for two to three days. She states the child is eating okay, activities are normal.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The child is interactive, very playful on his phone. He has moist mucous membranes. He smiles when you talk to him. He is in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 99/66.

Pulse 69.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.

HEENT: Normal. Nose: No discharge. No edematous turbinates.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

EXTREMITIES: He bears weight well with no antalgic gait. No edema. No erythema.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Ear pain.

2. Vomiting.

3. Sore throat.
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PLAN: Physical exam is conclusive as to any significant infection. Strep, RSV, flu A and flu B were done in the clinic today. These were all negative. Mother was reassured and advised to increase fluids, to buy over-the-counter Tylenol or Motrin for child’s symptoms and come back if the child gets worse.
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
