CHIEF COMPLAINT: Symptoms of UTI, pain, burning, dysuria. No hematuria. No nausea. Some chills. No hematemesis. No hematochezia.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was pregnant a year ago. At that time, she was told she had a cyst on her left kidney. She wants to make sure the cyst is doing okay.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She had a D&C and has had a couple of miscarriages. She has one living child, being pregnant three times.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: No COVID immunization.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She drinks very little. Last period 12/28/2022. She works for Oil & Gas Company.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 97.8 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 86. Blood pressure 122/78.

HEENT: TMs are clear. Oral mucosa without any lesion.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

The patient does have a couple of cysts 2.5 to 3.5 cm on the left kidney. No hydronephrosis. Right kidney looks normal. Liver looks normal. Gallbladder is normal. The bladder wall looks inflamed and “ratty.”
Urinalysis is pending at this time.

1. Suspect UTI.

2. Rocephin 1 g now.

3. Septra DS.

4. Lots of liquid.

5. If not improved, return.

6. Do urine sample.
