HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 17-year-old young man here today. He has got a complaint; in his words, he has got bumps on the inner thighs of both legs and then on his back. In reality, we had treated him before for acne vulgaris as well. He had a good response with the antibiotic we gave him and that was a year and half ago.
No other issue of pain or any other complaint for that matter. He has not been running any fevers. He does not verbalize any presence of any abscess of any kind and we have reviewed that extensively.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma and obesity.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, not in any distress. He answers all my questions well.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/79. Pulse 72. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.6. Oxygenation 98% on room air. Current weight 284 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Obese, soft and nontender.

SKIN: Examination of bilateral inner thighs does show some folliculitis with white heads as well. No sign or symptom of an abscess. Examination of the back shows extensive acne vulgaris. Last visited by me was a year and half ago.
We will recommend antibiotic therapy.

LABORATORY DATA: None were ordered today.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Folliculitis and acne vulgaris. We will start clindamycin 300 mg b.i.d. x 30 days #60. He returns again in 30 days for followup. I have also asked them to take a picture prior to the start of antibiotics and then return to clinic with the picture for fuller evaluation.
