CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for preop examination.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had enlarged prostate causing urinary retention and the patient has an indwelling Foley catheter with leg bag and the patient was seen by urologist and scheduled for laser prostate surgery and the patient had a preop testing for COVID that was positive and he was in quarantine for more than a week and he has no symptoms. The patient denied any cough, fever, or chills. There was no exposure to any infections. The patient had preop EKG and it showed right bundle branch block and the patient was seen by cardiologist and cleared from cardiology point of view.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on lisinopril 2.5 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of constipation and he is on MiraLax 17 g in a pack one packet mixed in water once a day.

The patient has a history of prostatic hypertrophy and he is on tamsulosin 0.4 mg once a day.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with son and is currently retired. The patient quit smoking two months ago.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, leg swelling, skin rashes, severe back pain, or open wounds.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
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HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active. There is no suprapubic tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

SKIN: Skin is healthy without any rashes and there are no open wounds.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
