HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 45-year-old woman who comes in today for followup of:
1. Abdominal pain.

2. Leukocytosis.

3. Status post EGD.

4. Status post colonoscopy.

The patient continues to have symptoms of cholecystitis and she is scheduled to have a repeat gallbladder done and also HIDA scan before proceeding with surgery. The patient currently is having lot of bloating symptoms. She just had a colonoscopy and EGD today. She has had some nausea and some vomiting off and on. At one time, her white count was elevated and she was quite bloated last week. She was sent out to the hospital for further evaluation where her white count had responded to the antibiotic and has come down and no other changes were noted. She was not given any other medications.

The patient has had weight gain and bloating and all systems consistent with cholecystitis. Her last white count was 8.5. Her CT showed no specific pathology. Subsequently, the patient again had EGD and colonoscopy today which was negative as well. She is alert. She is awake. She is frustrated. Otherwise, she is not having any issues.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uterine cancer, history of stroke in 2018 and she states she had a history of heart attack previously.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy and appendectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Xyzal, Zofran and Nexium.
ALLERGIES: She is allergic to LATEX, PENICILLIN, and TORADOL.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She works for Kroger. She is a driver. She does not smoke. She does not drink.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. 

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 200 pounds. She has had no significant change from 12/29/2022. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 97.7. Respirations 16. Pulse 75. Blood pressure 138/95.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 
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LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft. She does have lots of bloating.
SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 
1. Most likely gallstones.
2. EGD negative.

3. Colonoscopy negative.

4. Leukocytosis, improved.

5. CT scan negative.

6. Repeat ultrasound ordered.

7. Needs HIDA scan before proceeding with cholecystectomy per Dr. Walker.

8. Findings discussed with the patient. Bland diet and other issues discussed before leaving the office.
