HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 59-year-old male patient here today with a complaint that on his left leg he has status post surgical incision that yesterday he saw a yellowish fluid come out of it. There is some mild erythema around there as well today. He is wanting that investigated.
By way of background, this patient did have bypass surgery approximately a month and a half ago and the incision site on the leg where he is complaining that he saw some drainage from as part of that surgery. Overall, the incision on his chest looks great. The incision on his leg where the vein was taken on the calf on the medial side, there is an area of erythema not very profound, however, it needs to be addressed here today. He does have diabetes. We will give him antibiotics and check his blood sugar today as well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes, hyperlipid, CHF, and CAD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He had open heart surgery approximately six weeks ago.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Multiple, they were all documented in the chart; metoprolol 50 mg, amiodarone 200 mg, glimepiride 2 mg, amlodipine 5 mg, atorvastatin 80 mg, aspirin 81, and furosemide 40 mg.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with wife. No association of secondhand smoke. He does not participate in alcohol, drugs, or personally smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress. He is able to walk on his own.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 154/74. He tells me at an office visit a week and a half ago, it was 124 systolic. Pulse 59. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.2. Oxygenation 98%. Current weight 178 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. There is no bruising at the chest tube sites.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur. Across his chest, he does have an incisional scar due to the recent open-heart CABG surgery.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
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EXTREMITIES: Examination of that left lower extremity, he does have some mild erythema at the lower incision site on the medial side of his calf. We will give him medication for that.

SKIN: Intact. There is no erythema. The incision looks good, healing well.
LABORATORY DATA: We will get a set of labs today to review. His last labs were three months ago. His A1c at that time was 8.4. He had elevated creatinine levels as well. We will check all of this and review with him when he returns.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Once again, we will check his labs today. He will return to the clinic in a few days.
2. Mild cellulitis, left lower extremity. We will write Keflex 500 mg three times daily x5 days. He will return to clinic in three or four days for followup.
3. I have advised him to monitor his blood pressure. He does not currently on a blood pressure cuff, he states that he will purchase one.

4. He returns in a few days.
