CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient complained of left side ear pain and sore throat.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that left ear pain started bothering for past two weeks and the pain level is 4 or 5 without any fever or chills.
The patient also complained of sore throat along with some nasal congestion, but there was no fever or chills. The patient denied any exposure to infections or allergies.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals dullness of the tympanic membrane on left side otherwise unremarkable.
