Thank you for your continued support.

Recently, I received some lab from Dr. McKinney’s office on this patient. His WBC count stays high at 44.5, hemoglobin is 10.4, his RDW is 12.5, platelet 345, his lymphocyte count and absolute count is 33,909. Of significance was his iron studies, which showed iron of 32 with saturation of 17 that is slightly lower than normal limits. Also on CMP his creatinine was 2.1, his albumin was low at 3.1, and globulin was 4.4 that is out of normal range.

The patient definitely has CLL in addition however with elevated globulin he could have some gammopathy so it may be necessary to check serum and immunoprotein electrophoresis upon next visit while also checking CBC and iron level. I appreciate talking to Dr. McKinney and will follow the patient with you.
