CC: Cough with congestion.

HPI: An 89-year-old seen sitting in the living room in front of the fireplace. She was alert and joking. She acknowledged that she feels a lot of pressure in her forehead and in the sinuses around her cheeks and those are her words, not able to blow anything out or cough anything up. She does have intermittent cough, it will just start up independent of food or activity. She denies any chills or fever.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, HTN, CKD, depression and history of hyponatremia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/07/2022 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Groomed, alert female, cooperative and able to give information.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 93/70, pulse 94, temperature 98.4, respirations 22, O2 sat 94% and weight 132.2 pounds.

HEENT: Conjunctiva clear. Corrective lenses in place. Moist oral mucosa.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. No cough and symmetric excursion. Lung fields clear.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Moves limbs. No LEE.

NEUROLOGIC: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear, able to give information. fed back to me what I had stated to her and that she was glad that we were doing that.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cough with congestion. Robitussin DM 10 mL t.i.d. routine for three days and we will monitor sputum or nasal drainage if for need of antibiotic. The patient has tested COVID negative x 2 most recently today.
