CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 96-year-old who had annual labs that are reviewed today. I went over them with her, she was attentive and the only abnormality was a mild anemia which I told her nothing needed to be done and she said just a little anemia to not be in trouble and I said correct. Compared it to 06/17/2021 H&H and it is relatively stable. She has a mildly elevated MCH. Overall, the patient is doing good. She was seated out in the day room interacting with other residents and she can certainly voice her needs.

DIAGNOSES: Now, mild anemia, vascular dementia recent staging, now moderately advanced, anxiety disorder, glaucoma, CKD III, HTN, and history of anemia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/28/2022 note.

ALLERGIES: IODINE, FLAGYL and IVP DYE.
DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant, well-groomed elderly female seated quietly in day room.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/57, pulse 71, temperature 97.5, respirations 17, O2 sat 96% and weight 149.8 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently. No LEE.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1-2 most days. Her speech is clear. She voices her needs and today she had voiced understanding and then was a bit challenging as to what I was going to do about it.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Annual lab review. CMP, screening TSH and mild anemia in a patient who has had a history of anemia for sometime. We will monitor.
