CC: Yellow sputum.
HPI: The patient has recently started cough with yellow sputum production. He does not really exert himself so there has been no sense of SOB. When asked if he feels achy, he could not give me an answer. The patient also has expressive aphasia post CVA. He also then pointed to his teeth. He has had dental issues for some time. POA has not yet scheduled a dental appointment for him and when I asked if he thought his teeth were causing some of the problems with his throat he shrugged his shoulders. Reviews of O2 sats and temperatures have been WNL.
DIAGNOSES: CVA with late effects of right hemiplegia, dysphasia, and expressive aphasia with seizures, asthma, COPD, HTN, HLD, peripheral neuropathy and depression.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/14/2022 note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated in his wheelchair made eye contact, was cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 114/69, pulse 68, temperature 97.7, respirations 16, and weight 216.4 pounds, which is a weight gain from January 2022 of 8.1 pounds.
HEENT: Conjunctivae clear. No frontal or maxillary sinus tenderness to palpation. No LAD. Oral exam - his throat is pink but no plaques or vesicles and then he has front upper and lower teeth with dental caries.

RESPIRATORY: He has a normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. There was cough triggered with deep inspiration.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cough with yellow sputum production. Given the patient’s compromised state to begin with Pen VK 500 mg t.i.d. x7 days, this may also help any kind of gum or dental infection that he may have and again asking that his POA be contacted. She does not answer the phones or return calls that are given and he is aware of this.
