CC: Cough with congestion and the patient has request.
HPI: A 77-year-old seen in room as usual well-groomed in her wheelchair. Son was sleeping on her couch. The patient tells me that she had had cough with congestion not really able to bring anything up. Her daughter went and got Coricidin for her. The box was sitting there on her tray at bedside. She asked if that was okay and I said that she could take it; however, it needed to be dispensed by the Medaid so I took that and gave it to whom and she did receive her next scheduled dose at 8 PM. The patient denies any fevers or chills and no myalgias. The patient has her own nebulizer. I had written for p.r.n. use previously and now she is requesting an open p.r.n. order, which is reasonable.
DIAGNOSES: SOB, congestion, and post CVA with right-sided hemiplegia and neuropathic pain.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/14/2022 note.
ALLERGIES: HYDROMORPHONE, BONIVA and MORPHINE.
DIET: Regular mechanical soft.
CODE STATUS: Advanced directive, but no DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated upright in her wheelchair.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 159/86, pulse 88, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, oxygen saturation 96%, and weight refused.
RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Few scattered rhonchi bilaterally. This is how she sounded at previous exam.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without M, R or G.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert. Clear speech. Makes her needs known.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: SOB with mild rhonchi bilateral lung fields. See XR as ordered to assess for her baseline is. I think that how she sounds now is probably how she generally sounds. DuoNebs b.i.d. p.r.n. as an ongoing order also placed and Coricidin to be dispensed by Medaid. Order written for two tabs q.4h. till gone.
