CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 84-year-old seen recently and these are her annual labs that are reviewed with her in the room. When seen on 12/20/22, she had lower extremity edema with cellulitis that I had previously started antibiotic for and it is completely resolved. The patient was in good spirits, stated she had gone down for breakfast and lunch and she was dressed.
DIAGNOSES: Dementia moderate, HTN CAD, osteopenia, multiple sclerosis, and cachexia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/20/22 note.

ALLERGIES: PCN.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, sitting in room with dog in her lap. She was cheerful and engaging.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 116/72, pulse 77, temperature 98.1, and respirations 18.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates with a walker. She has had no recent falls. 

NEURO: Orientation is x2. She interacts with others. Clear short-term memory deficits. She tends to keep to herself. The patient remains independent in 3/6 ADLs.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Anemia. H&H are 10.4 and 30.0 which are improvements from check six months ago. Indices are WNL. No intervention required.

2. CMP review only notable for BUN of 24.9. The patient is not on diuretic and I encouraged her to increase her fluid intake. 
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
