CC: Fall followup.

HPI: An 82-year-old who speaks English and Japanese her native language and at times will just speak only Japanese though she has decreased overall verbalization. The patient’s fall was at bedside. She gotten out of bed and was trying to go to the bathroom. When she fell fortunately she did not get very far and staff got to her. The patient is in a Broda chair. She was sitting in the dining room and she made eye contact. She spoke a few words clearly, but could not give information.
DIAGNOSES: Endstage Alzheimer’s disease, DM-II, osteoporosis, HTN, and sundowning resolved.

MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 10 mg q.d., gabapentin 100 mg b.i.d., levothyroxine 25 mcg q.d., metformin 500 mg b.i.d. a.c., and Haldol p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: ARICEPT.

HOSPICE: Traditions.

DIET: Regular,

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Older female seated in dining room. She appears younger than stated age. She is pleasant and interactive. 
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/72, pulse 72, temperature 96.9, respirations 17, O2 sat 98%, and weight 96.6 pounds.
RESPIRATORY: She did not cooperate with deep inspiration, but lung fields were clear, symmetric excursion and no cough.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Today, she was seated upright as her Broda chair was adjusted for that and moving her arms about the table playing with things around the table after lunch. She made limited eye contact when spoken to and was cooperative to exam.

NEURO: Orientation x1. She maintains verbal capacity, but it is random though clear, not able to give information and she does like socializing.

SKIN: She has a small purple bruise the inner right wrist and abrasions looks like a small amount of road rash on the left knee. Otherwise, skin looks good.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Fall followup. Again, the patient is monitored, but it is difficult to keep up with her spontaneous movement. She does have a bedside mat and her bed is low.
2. DM-II. Quarterly A1c is ordered.

3. Dementia, progression stable without any emotional agitation.
