1. Hypercholesterolemia.

2. Hypertension.

She is here for followup on her medications and is requesting a prescription for atorvastatin.

History of Presenting Illness: The patient states that she was running out of her atorvastatin and went to the pharmacy last week and she was given #10 tablets and asked to see the doctor.  She denies any problems today.

Physical Examination:

General: The patient is comfortable.

Vital Signs:

The patient is weighing at 137 pounds.

Blood pressure 110/70.

Pulse 73.

Pulse ox 98%.

Temperature 97.7.

BMI 24.

Head: Normocephalic.

ENT: Within normal limits.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy or thyromegaly.

Lungs: Quite clear.

Heart: S1 and S2 heard. Regular sinus rhythm.

Extremities: No edema.

Assessment:

1. Hypertension.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. History of TIA.
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Plan: I did refill her prescription for atorvastatin 10 mg, dispensed #30, one p.o. every other day instead of trying to break the pill and take half a day. I also did give her another prescription for lisinopril/HCT 20/25 mg, dispensed #30, one p.o. daily a.m. and atenolol 50 mg, dispensed #30, one p.o. daily and Aggrenox 25/200 mg, #30 and she takes one on Monday, Wednesday and Friday.
She may request refills at the pharmacy as needed. I did give her a lab order for her CMP and lipids fasting in one to two months. She will return to see Dr. Dave in three months.
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
