Chief Complaint: This is a 47-year-old patient with history of generalized anxiety disorder and she is mentally challenged.

History of Presenting Illness: The patient is on:

1. Citalopram 20 mg one a day in the morning.

2. Clonazepam 0.5 mg at bedtime.
The patient lives with her mother who is here at the office. Mother is in a wheelchair. They deny any problems today. They are requesting a refill on her clonazepam.

Physical Examination:

General: The patient is in no acute distress.
Vital Signs:

The patient weighed at 203 pounds.

Blood pressure 110/76.

Pulse 90.

Pulse ox 97%.

Temperature 96.5.

BMI 27.

Head: Normocephalic.

ENT: No evidence of acute infection.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy or thyromegaly.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2 heard. Regular sinus rhythm.

Extremities: No edema.

Assessment:
1. Anxiety disorder under control with current medication.
2. Mentally challenged. The patient is under the care of her mother.
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Plan: I did do a prescription for clonazepam 0.5 mg #30 one p.o. h.s. with no refills. She will continue her citalopram as she is. She will return to see Dr. Dave in one month for medication refill. Review of the chart and discussion with the patient and mother revealed that the patient is taking her medications as prescribed and not misusing it at this time.
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
