BENNETT, LUCY
This is a 66-year-old woman being recertified for hospice today with malignant neoplasm of lower outer quadrant of her breast. The patient’s other comorbidities include osteoporosis, weight loss, pathological fracture, metastatic bone disease, and metastatic lung disease. The patient has lost more weight since last certification. She is eating about 5% of her diet at this time. She has severe weakness and dizziness. She requires pain control around the clock. No longer able to use a cane to ambulate. KPS score of 40%. The patient is disabled. She is chair bound, almost bedbound at this time. She has had a high fall precautions for this reason; the patient will do better spending most of her time in bed. The patient has protein-calorie malnutrition, total ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinence related to her breast cancer and metastatic disease as was mentioned. She is expected to do poorly, has only a few days to weeks to live; therefore, she remains hospice appropriate at this time.
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
