MANESS, BETTY
Ms. Maness is an 84-year-old woman who is now being recertified for hospice today with diagnosis of carcinoid tumor of the ascending colon.
The patient’s colon cancer has been refractory to chemo and radiation therapy; hence, the patient was placed on hospice care.

Since she has been on hospice care, she has become weaker. She required around the clock pain medication because of her increased pain, she is bedbound, sleeping 12-18 hours a day. The patient has liver metastasis and has a history of other comorbidities including breast cancer, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, chronic nausea and vomiting. The patient is in pain at all times requiring morphine for pain control.

She has a KPS score of 40% compared to 50% previously. She is sleeping about 12-16 hours a day. Her weight has dropped down to 100 pounds with a profound weight loss of 10 pounds since last evaluation. She requires change in position because of ADL dependency and to keep her from developing bed sores and bed ulcerations and is total ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient remains hospice appropriate, expected to live days to weeks with her endstage colon cancer.
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
