An 87-year-old gentleman with stage III colon cancer status post left hemicolectomy in 2021, recently developed abdominal pain, general weakness, rapid weight loss of 30 pounds in the past six to eight weeks.
In mid December, in the emergency room, found to be anemic with a hemoglobin of 10, increased liver function tests; alkaline phosphatase was 652 and albumin 2.3. CT scan shows metastatic cancer and changes of left hemicolectomy. The patient subsequently was visited with his family. Given the patient’s diffuse disease, bone and liver metastases, the patient and family along with his daughter have decided against any type of treatment and subsequently the patient is going to admitted to hospice for further care. Other comorbidities include COPD, history of pain, constipation, urinary bladder calculus, hypertension, initial colon cancer, and partial bowel resection secondary to partial bowel obstruction. The patient is in pain, requires pain medications around the clock and currently has a KPS score of 50%. Pain described as severe, has agitation and ADL dependency. The patient is expected to do poorly with decreased appetite and continuation of weight loss, most likely has less than six months to live given his current status.
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
