TILLMAN, KENNETH
Mr. Tillman is a 77-year-old gentleman being placed on hospice with congestive heart failure. The patient currently has a KPS score of 40-50%, short of breath at all times, fully responsive, but with episodes of confusion, weight loss, not eating, incontinent of bowel and bladder, severe weakness and wants to be kept comfortable on hospice; he is end-of-life. The patient’s other comorbidities include diabetes, hyperlipidemia, B12 deficiency, and pernicious anemia. The patient is short of breath at all times given his congestive heart failure, has very little exercise tolerance, no longer able to move about freely, is bed/home bound given his excessive shortness of breath and increased exertion with any type of activity at this time. The patient is widowed, lives with daughter, family member. Again, short of breath with any kind of activities, sleeping 12 to 16 hours a day and requires oxygen at 4 liters per minute via nasal cannula. The patient’s congestive heart failure has been refractory to treatments and he is expected to die on hospice within six months; hence, the patient is hospice appropriate.
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
